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Summary

The state manages its private property through its institutions, based on a
set of legal and regulatory texts, but adherence to the law alone is not sufficient
to achieve the desired goals.

The legal text is one thing, and the reality in the field is another, and the
evidence for this is that many developed countries have adopted modern
patterns, based more on activating the technical aspect of management.

In this study, we will try to discover the problems of managing the state's private
property, by conducting a case study in the Directorate of State Properties in
Tizi Ouzou, to propose a set of solutions in the light of the experiences of
developed countries.
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
