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In our research, we dealt with the subjectivity of personality in the
novel Hateb Sarajevo by Said Khatibi according to Philip Hammond
methodology of studying personality as it is the pulse of the text, the
main propagandists and a pillar of any fictional work, relying on the
method of Philip Hammond and highlighting the characters and
their modules. As each scientific research paper we divided the
chapters of this memo into two chapters that we decided to start
with an introduction in which we presented a glimpse of the insights
of critics and researchers about the concept of personality and its
role in the narrative work. And its classifications, as for the second
chapter, we thought it was devoted to talking about the character of
the character in the novel “Hateb Sarajevo” by Saeed Khatibi. Then
we controlled the list of sources and references that we relied on in
carrying out this research despite the difficulties in terms of the lack
of resources and references, as well as the difficulty of enrolling in the
university due to the covide 19 pandemic, as for the aesthetic goal of
this research: how to bring in the structure of the characters and their
position within the achievement, considering it the fruitful core For
every work of fiction, and based on the method we have adopted for
Philip Hammond, it is to highlight the significance of the characters
and their status through attention to different levels of text. This
approach was a light flame that illuminated the pages of the memo
because it provided a set of explanations, and with each reading, it
gave it new connotations, dimensions, and new relationships
